Gently pull *
and smooth screen surface
while attaching it
to the frame.

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Section 5 - Adjusting Screen Surface

Review screen surface for ripples and flatness of screen surface. GENTLY undo each hook and loop strip and
CAREFULLY pull screen surface as necessary to make small adjustments. Repeat as necessary.

PLEASE NOTE: Adjust horizontal (long) sides FIRST, then adjust vertical (short) sides. Repeat as necessary.

Please Note: Some wrinkles will resolve when screen is vertical for a few minutes as fabric settles,
acclimates, and relaxes.
